Background Information: Hopefully you enjoyed this treat when you were in middle school. Pick your favorite three digit number N that is greater than 100. Your number N must be a positive integer. Multiply N by 13 to get the product A. Multiply A by 11 to get the product B. Multiply B by 7 to get the product C. What is interesting about C? 
Programming Problem:
Input:  A positive integer N with 100 < N < 1000.
Output: On four consecutive lines: N, A, B, and C.
