Green Problem #5:  If at first you don’t succeed --- try deft, if cautious, second. 
Background Information: An anagram is a word or phrase that is formed by rearranging letters of another word or phrase.  For example, the word melon is an anagram of the word lemon. An example is the word orchestra which is an anagram of the phrase horse cart.  The phrase the morse code is an anagram of the phrase here comes dots. When determining if a word or phrase is an anagram of a second word or phrase spaces, upper/lower case differences, and punctuation are not considered. 

Programming Problem:
Input:  Two lines of text, each between 1 and 50 characters in length.  The characters will consist of letters, spaces, and punctuation marks.
Output: YES if the two lines are anagrams of each other and NO if they are not.
